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The United States to Stop Deportations?

Numerous news broadcasting media have announced that the 
United States will stop the deportations of those undocumented 
immigrants that do not have a criminal record. The White House 
announced that these efforts are being made in order to maximize 
resources by focusing only on high priority individuals. As Cecilia 
Muñoz states “There are more than 10 million people who are in 
the U.S. illegally; it’s clear that we can’t deport such a large number. 
So the Administration has developed a strategy to make sure we 
use those resources in a way that puts public safety and national 
security first.” Muñoz is the White House director of intergovern-
mental affairs. 

However, some agencies warn that this initiative may not be taken 
by the public as a way to achieve a legal immigration status in the 
United States. That is, this initiative is not granting immigration 
privileges of any kind but leaving as a second priority those cases 
of immigrants that have not committed any crime. According to 
the White House “common sense guidelines” will be used by the 
DHS along with the Department of Justice to decide on a case-to-
case basis the place that the person holds in the community.  “This 
includes individuals such as young people who were brought to 
this country as small children, and who know no other home. It 
also includes individuals such as military veterans and the spouses 
of active-duty military personnel. It makes no sense to spend our 
enforcement resources on these low-priority cases.”

1.To know if your family is in the list of deportations call on Wed-
nesday after 1:00 p.m to (801) 313-4260 ext. 6 or 8

2. If you want to send something with your family member you will 
have to leave the packet at the immigration office between (7:00 a.m 
and 8:00 a.m) Thursday. ** You only have one hour** The address of 
the immigration office is: 5272 South College Dr.  Suite 100 
Murray, Utah 84123

3. Luggage cannot weight more than 40 Lbs. **It is strongly recom-
mended not to include cash in visible places**

4. People that are being deported will leave from Brownsville, Texas 
using the bridge that connects with Matamoros. The arrival place 
will be close to the central bus station in Matamoros. 
Once there, the Mexican Consulate will be receiving such people 
and will be helping them exchange Dollars to Pesos as well as make 
phone calls.
